1.    1 Peter 1:8   -  and though you have not seen Him, you love Him  [pai] , and though you do not see Him now, but believe [pt.pa]  in Him, you greatly rejoice with joy inexpressible and full of glory,

2.    The focus of a believer’s faith is not on abstract knowledge but on the person of Christ.  Peter may have had in mind what the Lord said to Thomas, John 20:29   -  . . . "Because you have seen Me, have you believed? Blessed are they who did not see, and yet believed."

3.    We have to get rid of the that “seeing is believing” idea.  Our eyes can deceive us as easily demonstrated through “magic” and optical illusions.  People have died chasing a mirage in the desert, thinking that it was a shimmering lake.

4.    No living person has ever seen the Lord Jesus Christ.  There are no pictures, paintings, or sculptures of Him, and that’s good.  People would be worshiping the image rather than the Person.
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5.    2 Corinthians 4:18   -  while we look not at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not seen; for the things which are seen are temporal, but the things which are not seen are eternal.

2 Corinthians 5:7   -  for we walk by faith, not by sight . . .

Hebrews 11:1  -   Now faith is the assurance of things hoped for, the conviction of things not seen.

6.    you love Him;  Gr. AGAPE (v. pai, an attitude towards someone minus any mental attitude sins.  Some may wonder why the Greek word phileo was not used instead of agape.  Phileo is a closer relationship kind of love, but it is agape love, a Relaxed Mental Attitude love, that must come first.  The Bible never commands us to phileo love God.  The object of our love does not have to be seen.

7.    Capacity for Category 1 Love stems from the consistent intake of God’s Word.


Colossians 3:1-2  -  Therefore if you have been raised   [api]  up with Christ, keep seeking  [pam]  the things above, where Christ is, seated at the right hand of God. 2) Set  [pam] your mind on the things above, not on the things that are on earth.

8.    Doctrine builds the Edification Complex of the Soul (ECS).  Like  a husband in Category 2 Love, Jesus Christ is the aggressor in Category 1 Love.  He initiates through Bible doctrine and the principle of grace.  The believer, like the wife, responds by learning doctrine which deepens her relationship with her husband.

9.    The object of Category 1 Love is God, and since God is invisible, we can only see God, love God, appreciate God, have capacity for Category 1 Love, through His Word.  In other words, it is impossible to love God apart from His Word.

10.  Believers who do not love the Lord are in big trouble.  1 Corinthians 16:22  -  If anyone does not love the Lord, he is to be accursed. Maranatha.  This means to be under a curse until the Lord returns.
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John 21:16   -  He said to him again a second time, "Simon, son of John, do you love [agapao v.pai]  Me?" He said to Him, "Yes, Lord; You know   [oida v. rai]   that I love [v. phileo pai]   You." He said to him, "Shepherd   [poimaino v. pam],   My sheep [probaton, an adult sheep].

12.  Charles Spurgeon used to say, “Little faith will take your soul to heaven, but great faith will bring heaven to your soul.” It is not enough that we long for heaven during times of suffering, for anybody can do that. What Peter urged his readers to do was exercise love, faith, and rejoicing, so that they might experience some of the glory of heaven in the midst of suffering now.

13.  you greatly rejoice,   AGALLIAO  v. pmi  to exalt, to rejoice, to be extremely glad  The fact that this word is in the present tense means that we can keep on rejoicing now, even when suffering, because we see the glory that lies ahead through faith.

1.    1 Peter 1:9  -   obtaining as the outcome of your faith the salvation of your souls,  PSUCHE (person, self, breath, life.
2.    obtaining,   KOMIZO  (pt. pm, receive, obtain, to be paid back.  The fact that this word is a present middle  participle is huge.  It means that we don’t have to wait until the JSC to start receiving super-grace blessings.  The present tense means that the blessings can be continuous and the middle voice means that we participate in the action of obtaining the blessings.

3.    Actually, God is the One who deserves the glory.  It is His plan, His grace, His revelation of that grace, and His power that the plan is carried out.  Our part is the positive volition that taps into all He has provided.

4.     the salvation of your souls;   99 out of 100 believers today would say that this phrase refers to eternal salvation.  However, we must see what this phrase meant at the time it was written, considering the immediate context and syntax.  

5.   This phrase is related to the following verses: 

 Matthew 16:24-26   -  Then Jesus said to His disciples, (Clause 1) "If anyone wishes to come after Me, he must deny himself, and take up his cross and follow Me.  25 (Clause 2) "For whoever wishes to save his life  [PSUCHE] (Clause 3) will lose it; but whoever loses his life  [PSUCHE]  for My sake  (Clause 4)  will find it.  26 "For what will it profit a man if he gains the whole world and forfeits his soul  [PSUCHE]?  Or what will a man give in exchange for his soul  [PSUCHE]?

Paradoxically, when a man schemes to preserve his own physical life in Clause 1, he will lose the very thing he really wants, happiness and blessing in Clause 2.  The paradox, however, is that a man who is willing to die for Christ, lose his physical life in Clause 3, will find the very pleasures and blessings he really sought and an eternal reward as well in Clause 4.


The context of this verse would require works, suffering , and taking up one’s cross as necessary conditions for the saving of the soul.  Of course, this could not be referring to eternal salvation that is not of works.  

6.    James 1:21  -  Therefore, get rid of all moral filth and the evil that is so prevalent and humbly accept the word planted in you, which can save your soul.

       These believers in whom the Word has been implanted need salvation!  The Word of God is capable of saving them if they will act on it.

         James 2:14  -  What use is it, my brethren, if a man says he has faith, but he has no works? Can that faith save him?

The answer is no!  The faith a believer had in Christ when he was born again cannot  save him from SUD if he has zero works.

7.    The Hebrew words meaning to “save the soul” are used in Psa. 3:2, 35:3, 42:11, and I Sam. 19:5 and they refer to physical deliverance in every case.

8.    The fact that the believers Peter was writing to keep on receiving this salvation now, present tense, confirms that this salvation is deliverance form enemies and trials,  not eternal salvation from hell.  Verse 9 has experiential sanctification, not justification in view.  It is not an act of faith which will give them victory but a life of faithfulness that is needed.

9.    The salvation in verse 9 is an extension into the present of the benefits of the future salvation.  When the future salvation is experienced in the present, it is a salvation from present enemies or trials.  When experienced in the future, it is the final and permanent deliverance from all enemies.  We are able now to earn a salvation in the future as a reward and have the benefits extend to us in the present.

10.  These believers were able to rejoice even when suffering because they anticipated their final deliverance including rewards that were in the process of being realized in the present.

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  1 Peter 1:10 - 11     

1. 1 Peter 1:10-11  -  As to this salvation, the prophets  [O.T.]  who prophesied of the grace that would come to you made careful searches and inquiries  [into scripture],  11 seeking to know what person  [manner]  or time  [dispensation]  the Spirit of Christ  [a functional title for the Holy Spirit] within them was indicating as He predicted the sufferings of Christ and the glories to follow.

2.  As to this salvation  -  What salvation is this referring to?  Is it the eternal salvation received at the moment of faith in Christ or is it the deliverance of a positive believer from the pitfalls of a useless wasted life?   It would appear that it is latter because eternal salvation is the same for every dispensation.  

3.  The prophets did not fully understand all that the Holy Spirit had authored through them. It was the Spirit who predicted the sufferings of Christ,  Isa. 53, and the glories that would follow, Isa. 11, without distinguishing his two comings.  Peter’s readers would be encouraged by this reminder that Christ’s suffering was followed by glory. They too would experience glory after their suffering.

4.  This is a striking testimony to verbal inspiration;  the words which the inspired authors wrote are God’s words expressing the mind of the Spirit.
5.  the grace that would come to you;   The O.T. prophets knew that Jesus Christ, the Messiah, would experience suffering and glory.  They prophesied about the death, burial, resurrection and ascension of the Lord Jesus Christ but still had questions as to the how, when, and where of it all. They longed to participate in this salvation and coming period of grace, and tried to discover the appointed time and  circumstances to which the Spirit of Christ in them was pointing.
6.  O.T. believers experienced the same grace we do when they believed the gospel. They also experienced grace during their time on earth, but it was not the same grace that we experience.

a. They were part of the family of God, but not Royal Family of God as we are.

b. They had Faith-Rest, but they did not have the indwelling or baptizing of the Holy Spirit as we have, so they were not “in Christ”.

c. Women were not allowed to be priests, but all Church Age believers are royal priests.

d. They did not have the completed canon of Scripture and relied heavily on ritual.

e. They did not receive a spiritual gift when they were saved.

The ministry of the Holy Spirit in the Old Testament

1)  The Holy Spirit indwelt  [endued]  some old testament believers, less than 1%, and always for special reasons.

2)  They could lose the Holy Spirit: Saul in 1 Samuel 16:14; David in Psalm 51:11.

3)  They could obtain the Holy Spirit by asking for Him,  2 Kings 2:9,10.

4)   Once the Church Age began, every believer is permanently indwelt by the Holy Spirit,  John 7:37-39; 14:16,17; 1 Cor.3:16;

Angels are constantly observing and learning from mankind, I Tim. 5:21, Luke 15:7 & 10, I Cor. 4:9, 6:3, 11:10, Eph. 3:10.
Angels are very interested in the Super Grace that is available to Church Age believers. 

DOCTRINE OF SUPER GRACE

1. Every believer receives Logistical Grace that includes everything believers need in order to fulfill God’s plan for their lives.

2. However, God wants to give us “greater grace”  or Super Grace, James 4:6. 

3.  The reason God leaves us on earth after we are born again is to “grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ.” II Peter 3:18

4.  Philippians 3:7-8  - But whatever things were gain to me, those things I have counted as loss for the sake of Christ.  8) More than that, I count all things to be loss in view of the surpassing value of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord, for whom I have suffered the loss of all things, and count them but rubbish  [dung]  in order that I may gain Christ  [occupation with Him]. 
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5.  Philippians 3:10-15   -  that I may know Him  [through intake of B.D.], and the power of His resurrection and the fellowship of His  [undeserved]  sufferings, being conformed to His death;  11) in order that I may attain  [Super Grace]  to the resurrection from the dead.  12) Not that I have already obtained it  [Super Grace], or have already become perfect  [mature], but I press on in order that I may lay hold of that  [Super Grace]  for which also I was laid hold of  [saved]  by Christ Jesus.  13) Brethren, I do not regard myself as having laid hold of it  [Super Grace]  yet; but one thing I do: forgetting what lies behind and reaching forward to what lies ahead  [Super Grace],  14) I press on toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus. 7.  BLESSINGS OF SUPER GRACE

1. SPIRITUAL BLESSINGS

a. Sharing the perfect happiness of God, occupation with Christ.

b. Capacity for life, love, happiness, blessing, and total appreciation for grace. 

c. The ability to face undeserved suffering in life while retaining a Relaxed Mental Attitude.

d. The ability to correctly interpret contemporary history, to evaluate current events in the light of the Word of God.

e. Freedom from slavery to circumstances in life and adaptability to changing circumstances. 

f.  Grace-orientation, freedom-orientation, authority-orientation, common sense.

g. A total sense of security, whether in prosperity or disaster.

2.  TEMPORAL BLESSINGS.
a. Wealth, either received or acquired.

b. Professional prosperity:  great influence, leadership dynamics, success, promotion, recognition in one’s sphere of life. When God promotes you, you are qualified for the job. The ability to assume responsibility and authority. 

c. Social prosperity, great friends.
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d. Sexual prosperity with one’s spouse.

e. Technical prosperity or mental prosperity:  the ability to think, and concentrate increases.

f.  Cultural prosperity:  maximum enjoyment of drama, art, literature, music, and history.

g. Establishment prosperity:  enjoyment of freedom, privacy, protection of life and property from criminals.             

h. Health.


3. BLESSINGS BY ASSOCIATION

a. Those around a mature believer are blessed by their association or relationship with that person. They are blessed either

directly by God or indirectly from the Super Grace believer as a result of the overflow of his Super Grace blessings. The Super Grace believer shares his blessings with others.

b. There are peripheral areas of blessing by association such as loved ones, business life associates, social life friends, and to those in a local church.

c. There are also geographical blessings to the Super Grace believer’s city, state and nation.
4. HISTORICAL BLESSINGS
a.  Timothy 1:5  -  I am mindful of the sincere faith within you, which first dwelt in your grandmother Lois, and your mother Eunice, and I am sure that it is in you as well. 

b.  The mature believer carries his generation. He stabilizes his generation and becomes a stabilizer for future historical generations. 

c.  The ebb and flow of history does not disturb the tranquility or impact of the mature believer. The Super Grace believer is on the right side of history; the reversionist is on the wrong side of history.  

5. DYING BLESSINGS Or Dying Grace. 

a. Every believer has a choice in time between being positive to Bible doctrine and receiving dying grace, or being negative to doctrine and dying the sin unto death. The curse of death with its pain and fear is removed. It is the greatest experience in life. 

b. It is the antithesis of the sin unto death. The perfect happiness of the super grace believer in time is exceeded by his +H in dying grace. Therefore, the mature believer has the best of life, better in dying, and better than the best for all eternity. Ps 116:15, “Precious in the sight of the Lord is the death of His godly ones.”

6. UNDESERVED SUFFERING.
a. Only in time does God have the opportunity to give us pressure, disaster, and undeserved suffering to prove to Satan and the fallen angels that Bible doctrine can handle any situation.

b. God gives us the ability to handle suffering and turn suffering into blessing, Rom 8:28.

c. No rebound or soul searching is involved. A mature believer knows when he is under divine discipline or undeserved suffering. The former is unbearable suffering, the latter is bearable.

d. The Super Grace believer’s ability to handle undeserved suffering glorifies God and becomes evidence against Satan in his appeal trial. 

e. Undeserved suffering is also used by God to help you keep your eyes on God and your focus on eternity, Rev 2:10; 2 Cor 12:9-10.
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f. Undeserved suffering teaches us the value of Bible doctrine, Ps 119:67-71.

g. Undeserved suffering is designed to manifest the ministry of God the Holy Spirit, 2 Cor 4:8-11.

h. Undeserved suffering is designed to put muscle on your faith and occupy the believer with eternal values, Rom 8:36, 5:3-5.

8.  Super grace is Part of the Road to Glory.

1. There is a relationship between the super grace blessings for time and the eternal rewards and blessings at the Judgment Seat of Christ.

2.  Dying grace is the link between the two. It is the bridge between the two.

3.  From saving grace, we go to logistical grace, then to super grace, through dying grace, to surpassing grace.

4.  All types of grace are related. You are in God’s grace plan and cannot get out. Saving grace, attained by faith in Christ, advances us into the royal family forever. Logistical grace keeps us alive in phase two of the plan of God (time) for the attainment of blessing or discipline. Super grace is the provision of maximum blessing for the mature believer. Dying grace is the bridge between super grace blessings for time and surpassing grace blessings for eternity. Surpassing grace is the rewards and decorations of the mature believer at the Judgment Seat of Christ.

9. Attitude toward Bible doctrine in time determines all grace blessings in time and eternity.
1. In eternity past God designed super grace blessings for time and surpassing grace blessings for eternity.

2. The believer cannot lose his salvation or eternal life in heaven, but he can lose his super grace blessings for time and surpassing grace blessings.

3. He can lose super grace blessings through negative volition to Bible doctrine and subsequent reversionism. Loss of super grace blessings means loss of surpassing grace blessings. 

4. Therefore, attitude toward Bible doctrine on a daily basis is the determining factor in the angelic conflict. and is the means of glorifying God. 

5. Negative volition means loss of blessing in time and eternity. Thus the importance of seizing and holding the high ground of super grace. In Phil 3:12-14, you not only attain super grace, but press on to hold it through periods of undeserved suffering.
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8.   things which now have been announced to you through those who preached the gospel to you by the Holy Spirit sent from heaven -  Unlike all other prophets, Christ revealed God not only in His spoken ministry but in His life and person. As the Logos of John, Christ was eternally the source of knowledge, truth, wisdom, and light. When He became incarnate, He became a declaration in human flesh of what God is, John 1:4–18. In His life, death, and resurrection, Christ was a revelation of God far beyond that of any preceding prophet. Even after His resurrection Christ continued to exercise His prophetic office, teaching His disciples the things they needed to know to adjust themselves to the new age into which they were going.
