d. He doesn’t have to feel guilty for making rules and seeing that they are carried out. 

Give incentives to comply. 

e. He encourages his wife and children. He loves them and he tells them he loves them. 

f. He is not a drill sergeant barking out orders. He is sensitive and compassionate. He is 

tender and gentile and yet he is as hard as nails and as tough as a boot when 

necessary. 

g. He lives his life in a way that demands respect and he expects to be respected from 

others. 

h. He acknowledges his mistakes and apologizes to those who he has mistreated. 

i. He realizes that he is responsible for teaching and training his children and discipling 

them when necessary. 

j. Ephesians 6:4  And, fathers, do not provoke your children to anger; but bring them 

up in the discipline and instruction of the Lord. 

 

k. He takes time with his children in order to train them properly. How to fix a flat tire, 

how to fish, hunt, be discerning of bad company, etc.
