     b. But now I believe that we need to “remember our Lord”  

because things are anything but routine. It is easy for us to 

focus on the multitude of problems we face, but we need 

to focus on our Lord Jesus Christ who is the solution for all 

our troubles. 

     c. Christians should understand that any effort, not 

focused on a message of repentance and the 

imminent return of the Lord, is wasted effort.
