    (2)  Decretive Age    From the time of the 

          divine decrees to the creation of angels.

      God the Father accepted stewardship.



2.  ANGELS From their creation to the 

                         restoration of creation.

 (1)  Age of Angelic Order   From the   

  creatio of angels to Satan’s fall.

    (2)  Age of Angelic Volition  Elect / Fallen   

         From Satan’s fall to the restoration of        

  creation. 



3. GENTILES From the restoration of creation to 

                             Abraham.

 (1)  Age of Innocence     From the creation of    

           Adam to his original sin.

    (2)  Age of Conscience    From A.O.S. to the   

          Flood;  The patriarchs held stewardship. 

    (3)  Age of Government    From the Flood to   

          Abraham;  Patriarchs still held stewardship  

          but subject to their own national government.

           



4. (a)  JEWS From Abraham till Pentecost.

 (1)  Age of Promise     From Abraham till the 

           giving of the Law;  Hebrew patriarchs held 

           stewardship under the Abrahamic Covenant

 

    (2)  Age of Law     From the giving of the Law     

          to Christ;  Hebrew Priests and Prophets held 

          stewardship under the Mosaic Law.

    (3)  Age of Incarnation From Christ to the 

          Day of Pentecost; Jesus Christ held steward- 

          ship.

    



5. CHURCH From Pentecost to the Rapture

 (1)  Age of the Apostles  [Pre-canon Period] 

           From Pentecost to the death of the Apostle 

           John;  The apostles held stewardship.

           

    (2)  Age of the Local Church  [Post-canon 

           Period] From the death of the Apostle John 

           to the Rapture;  C.A. believers hold 

           stewardship.

        



4. (b)  JEWS  From the Treaty between Antichrist    

             and Israel to the 2nd Advent of Christ

 (1)  Age of the Tribulation  From the Rapture  

           to the middle of the Tribulation;  The two 

           witnesses and the 144,000 Jewish evangel-

           ists will hold stewardship.

           

    (2)  Age of the Great Tribulation From the 

          middle of the Tribulation to the Second 

          Advent of Jesus Christ.

        



6. MILLENNIUM From the 2nd Advent of Christ 

until the termination of the Gog Revolution

 (1)  Age of the Judgment    From the 2nd  

           Advent of Christ to the coronation of  

           Christ;  He will hold stewardship.

           

    (2)  Age of Christ’s Reign From Christ’s

          coronation to when Satan is freed from the     

          bottomless pit.

    (3)  Age of Volitional Choice   From Satan’s 

          release to the end of the Gog Revolution.
